Church Simple:
Solidarity with others

“Bear one another’s burdens, and so fulfill the law
of Christ” (Gal. 6:2).

Last month I titled my article “No Solo Practitio-
ners,” arguing against a type of church that sees itself
as all-sufficient, as if the gathering of believers does
not need the whole body of Christ. Such isolationism is
not found in either the Old or the New Testament.

What one finds in both Testaments is solidarity, first
with God Himself and then with those with whom
Christ is bound. The one God owns the people by His
one sacrifice on the cross. The blood of Christ works
the many into one. Yes, there are individual believers,
and each is precious in His sight. But for the Lord and
those He owns, there is one community. “There is one
body and one Spirit ... one Lord, one faith, one bap-
tism, one God and Father of us all” (Eph. 4:4-6b).

This unity with God the Father through the Son by
the Spirit’s work through the Word causes a solidarity
with others who are drenched by His blood. This blood
of God’s Son brings life out of death, a resurrected life;
it causes the sons and daughters of God to bear each
other’s burdens. They bear them as if they are their
own, for in reality, they are.

No “solo practitioner” or “independent franchise”
practice here. No understanding that each person is
some kind of isolated atom without any connection to
the other.

How else can one understand Jesus’ own preaching
where He states, “Blessed are you who weep now, for
you shall laugh” (Luke 6:21). One surely does not weep
merely for himself but also for those who require his
compassion. Paul puts it this way: “Rejoice with those
who rejoice, weep with those who weep” (Rom. 12:15).

By the Spirit’s merciful push or draw, each one bears
the needs of others. And, therefore, no child of God is
ever really alone. When too weak to pray, others take
up the petitions and make them their own. And when

one sins, the
y — others with
whom this one
is bound by
blood also
bears the sin,
as if it were
his own. And
in this way, the
community of
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one bears, weeps and rejoices.
Luther sees it this way:

Thus others bear my burden, and their strength is
my strength. The faith of the church comes to the
aid of my fearfulness; the chastity of others endures
the temptation of my flesh; the fastings of others are
my gain; the prayer of another pleads for me
(Luther’s Works, American Edition, 42:161).

Can we not then see how terrible it is when the
one—whether individual or church—isolates itself
from the rest of God’s people? They
actually lose the comfort of the
communion of the saints. They lose
the burden-bearers; therefore, the
burden can become too heavy to
bear. Satan loves this kind of isola-
tion, for he desires nothing more
than isolated sinners or churches
who think they can do it all by
themselves.

Can you foresee a Zion, Mount
Calvary or Immanuel actually own-
ing each other’s burdens, joys and
delights, not only in prayers but in words and deeds?
How damaging, though, is the opposite—when pastors
or God’s people ignore or even bad-mouth the church
down the street?

God has put churches here for the sake of all others,
each one for everyone else. When one suffers, so do
the rest; when one forgets to pray, the others then lift
their voices in prayer. When God is growing the King-
dom in one place, all grow, for the one church grows.

We act, live and breathe communally, in solidarity
with Christ as our living brother.

This is the resurrected life made possible by the
Christ who was once dead but is now alive, seated at
the right hand of God the Father.

We held one of our six annual community outreaches
in February at Mount Calvary in Grants, N.M. We held a
“God Loves You Banquet” the day before Valentine’s
Day, serving up pizza, games, crafts and a short Kids
Church service.

As I talked with one of the families who came, I was
shocked to find they had no plumbing and no electric-
ity. This family with a number of small children did
have wood heat or food in their shack but were looking
forward to moving back into the subsidized apartments
by our church and having water and lights again. They
were 23rd on the waiting list.

Here is a profile of another family we minister
to. This extended family has two parents in prison, and
the other two parents are out of work. If they can’t
come up with the $198 for rent, they—Ilike the first
family—will be off to fend for themselves. Here’s the
good news though. Most members of this family—five
children and their grandmother—were baptized in our
church Jan. 30.

We have had many Native Americans come to our
Sunday school program for years, and I had been pray-
ing for baptisms. It finally happened! Praise God!

Now what hope for the future can we give families

like this? We give them the amazing hope of Jesus and
God’s Word. We have provided necessities like food,
diapers and clothes. We would like to do more. I would
like to see us start a “Will work for food” program
where one of the unemployed dads could use his roof-
ing skills to roof a Christian just-out-of-prison halfway
house; then we could help the family with their

rent. May God help us to get this program going!

We here in Grants and others, like the Christians at
Ysleta Lutheran Mission in El Paso, Texas, are on the
front lines of need. In an army, the front lines are well
supplied by the rest of the forces. In God’s army,
couldn’t we do the same? Do you care about the rest of
Christ’s body? Though we may be a little toe in Christ’s
body, please consider us, your brothers and sisters in
Christ, who are staring need in the face.

Jesus said in John 13:35: “By this all men will know
that you are my disciples, if you love one anoth-
er.” Here in Grants, Mount Calvary is shining the light
of Jesus’ love. Ysleta Lutheran Mission is doing the
same, for I have seen it with my own eyes for nine
years now. Please pray for us who are on the front
lines of need. Great things are happening! And, with
your prayers, even more can be done!

“You are the light of the world” (Matt. 5:14).
