Therefore take up the whole armor of God, that you
may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having
done all, to stand firm (Eph. 6:13).

By His presence in
the divine service, Christ causes His people to stand
fast.

‘Christmas in July’ responds
to the Great Commission

“Thank you” to everyone who donated supplies or
money for the poor of Mexico as part of the 10th annu-
al Sun for the Son Mexico Mission Trip! Volunteers
delivered supplies for 700 children in July to the Ysleta
Lutheran Mission in El Paso, Texas. There, Pastor
Mark Kluzek from Mount Calvary, Grants, N.M., met
with representatives from three different Mexican
churches who delivered the supplies.

Along with receiving the supplies, the children are
taught about the Gospel of Jesus Christ. For example,
the words of John
3:16 in Spanish
were taped inside
all of the 700 note-
books given out.
San Lucas in
Anapra received
400 supplies for its
vacation Bible
school. Sin Paredes
received 100 sup-
plies for the chil-
dren who come to a
weekly lunch pro-
vided by the church. The final 200 supplies were given
to a new mission outside Juarez, San Pedro and San
Pablo, which is in the poorest area.

The goal is to give these poor children things that
they need while sharing Jesus with them and inviting
them to church. Many more children could be helped if
more supplies were donated.

Why should we help these children and their fami-
lies? In these areas of Mexico, people live on about $1
a day. What seems so insignificant to us (i.e., tooth-
paste) is a huge expense for them. Jesus has com-
manded us to “Go and make disciples of all nations”
(Matt. 28:19). Are we too busy with ourselves to care
for the souls of the lost? Is this method of donating
supplies an effective way to share the Gospel?

We show we care with our gifts, and we show God
cares by sharing His Word with the needy. Is. 565:11
says, “So is my word that goes out from my mouth: It
will not return to me empty, but will accomplish what I
desire and achieve the purpose for which I sent it.”

Pray about donating next year! Supplies that are
needed include notebooks, pencils, toothbrushes,
toothpaste, gently-used toys or new toys for $5 or less
(no stuffed animals, please), baby blankets and soap.
